HOTELS:
Below are three recommended hotels in order of suggested preference. Because of strong demand try to make reservations early, especially if you require government rates. 
Courtyard by Marriott Downtown: 301-589-4899
Hilton Silver Spring: 301-589-5200
Holiday Inn Silver Spring: 301-589-0800
If you look for other lodging, NOAA’s proximity to Metro means that staying in downtown DC is an option. However, please know that Silver Spring covers a very large area and some hotels listed in Silver Spring on websites may be 5+ miles away. Also, be aware there are also other close hotels that may be cheaper but they are not recommended because of safety concerns. If you need further assistance please contact me.
AIR TRANSPORTATION:
The greater DC metro area is served by three airports, all of which are easily accessible from Silver Spring.

Reagan National Airport: 14 miles from Silver Spring; taxi is ~$40 but also served by Metro rail for $3

Baltimore-Washington International Airport: 30 miles from Silver Spring; taxi is ~$80 but you could also use the blue SuperShuttle vans (www.supershuttle.com or 800-BLUEVAN)

Washington Dulles International Airport: 30 miles from Silver Spring; taxi is ~$8 but you could also use the blue SuperShuttle vans for approximately (www.supershuttle.com or 800-BLUEVAN)
DIRECTIONS TO THE SILVER SPRING METRO COMPLEX (SSMC) CONFERENCE ROOM:
NOAA’s SSMC is a series of 4 tall buildings adjacent to the Metro station in downtown Silver Spring. The 2009 ADCIRC workshop will be held in SSMC 2, which faces a courtyard alongside SSMC 1 and the Metro station. 
FROM MAIN LOBBY: When you enter the SSMC2 building check in at the security desk. The guard staff should have your name already. If they don't let you in, have them call 713-2809 x103 for Jesse Feyen, or 713-2801 for additional lab staff. The workshop will be up one floor and to the left (conference room 2358).
BY METRO: NOAA SSMC is on the Metro Red Line at the Silver Spring stop (Glenmont direction from DC). Exit the platform towards the south side of Colesville Road.
FROM DOWNTOWN SILVER SPRING HOTELS: To walk, ask directions to the Silver Spring Metro station; NOAA is on the opposite side of the station from downtown. Some hotels also have shuttle vans to the metro station and there is a free big purple shuttle van called VANGO that runs continuously from 7 to 7 that stops in front of the NOAA buildings. 

BY CAR: Please note that there is limited metered parking available under SSMC3, but most of the spaces now require monthly parking passes. You can also park at the metered Metro parking garage which is across the train tracks from SSMC3. See the map on the next page for information. 


Parking garage 58 is under NOAA building SSMC3 that has limited availability. If you are driving, you could any of the green public garages (#5 is the closest).
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
